Both sets of records are arranged alphabetically by surnames.
In the baptismal records each entry gives the date of baptism, the
name of the child and the names of his parents, and the birth date
or approximate age of the child when baptised. In some cases the
entry identifies an adult who was baptised, and the entry gives his
or her age at the time. The burial records give the date of burial, the |
name of one of the parents of the deceased or, in the case of an
adult who died, the name of the surviving spouse. Anyone using
